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Joint Forces Training Base Takes Center Stage 

in Operation Patriot Hook 2015

LOS ALAMITOS, Calif. — The California National Guard’s (CNG) Joint Forces Training Base (JFTB) Los Alamitos and two other Southern California military bases are preparing to host Operation Patriot Hook, a multi-service exercise designed to integrate military, federal, state and local agencies and provide training in quickly mobilizing and deploying first responders in the event of a regional emergency or natural disaster.

The exercise, which will run April 15-20, is coordinated by the Air Force Reserve and features C-5 Galaxy and C-17 Globemaster transport aircraft landing at Los Alamitos Army Airfield to deliver and load personnel, vehicles and cargo. Los Alamitos Army Airfield is the only federal airfield in Los Angeles or Orange County, making it a critical asset for delivering civil support should disaster strike.

In addition to the airfield staff, CNG units participating in Patriot Hook include the Los Alamitos-based 9th Civil Support Team (WMD) and the San Diego-based 147th Combat Communications Squadron. The Coast Guard; FBI; Department of Homeland Security; and the Los Angeles County, Riverside County and Orange County fire departments will also play roles in the exercise, which is being held at JFTB Los Alamitos, Naval Air Station North Island and Naval Auxiliary Landing Field San Clemente Island.
This year marks the 28th iteration of the annual Patriot Hook exercise. The Air Force Reserve’s 433rd Airlift Control Flight (ALCF) based at Joint Base San Antonio, Texas, is serving as the lead unit, while other participating Air Force Reserve units include the 452nd ALCF from March Air Reserve Base, California, and the 439th ALCF from Westover Air Reserve Base, Mass.
It is not anticipated that Patriot Hook flight operations will be conducted outside of normal airfield operating hours.
