OCTA and Caltrans are kicking off
construction of the I-605/Katella Avenue
Interchange Project, which is expected to
begin soon. The project will enhance safety
and mobility for motorists, bicyclists, and
pedestrians.

Early construction activities will include
mobilization of equipment as crews prepare
to perform the following activities over the
next month:

• Remove vegetation
• Relocate utilities

Night time Activities 
• Install temporary concrete barriers
• Restripe Katella Avenue
• Demolish and reconstruct the center
median on Katella Avenue/Willow Street

Construction will generally take place on
weekdays from 6 a.m. to 4 p.m. Intermittent
night work will occur between 9 p.m. and
5 a.m. for certain activities.

2025–2026 cycle will also begin June 1,
with enforcement starting September 1.
Each household in a permit zone may
request up to three free residential permits
and two visitor permits, valid through June
30, 2026. Any additional permits will be
subject to a fee. Proof of residency and
valid vehicle registration are required.
Permits for oversized vehicles, boats,
trailers, RVs, and temporary waste
containers will also transition to the new
platform starting July 1.
